	Avoid slipping, tripping, spraining a joint or making a misstep 
	· assesses the slopes
· consider soil characteristics (for ex. humidity, snow, ice) when choosing a work procedure 
· adapt your work procedure
· wear approbiate safety shoes

· noise 
	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Prevent hearing damage
	· only buy certified machines, vehicles and devices that have reduced noise output
· leave machine and vehicle doors closed
· limit exposure time 
· change work positions
· when levels reach 85 dB (A), wear earplugs
· as required, use radio transmission headphones (for ex. Trax planting, when working in a windfall area)

· vibrations all over the body 
	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Prevent health problems due to vibrations throughout the body (for ex. vegetative nervous system or spinal column diseases) 
	· use seats that absorb vibrations, that adjust according to the user’s weight and that pivot, if necessary 
· adjust the machine, the vehicle and the seat between them 
· vehicles with certified isolated cabs
· change tire pressure 
· reduce speed
· limit exposure time

· getting bit or stung by animals or insects 
· coming into contact with animal-based products 

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Prevent health problems due to bites, stings, infections or allergic reactions (for ex. rabies, Borrelia infection, FSME, tapeworm)
	· be aware of dangers and security measures
· wear work clothes that cover the body
· consider getting vaccinated 
· consider using bug repellent 
· for any known allergies, obtain medication from a doctor
· tell co-workers about any allergies 
· ensure organized procedures and supplies in case of emergency (for ex. signal alarm, first aid measures, first aid kit) 
· avoid direct contact (for ex. touching) with sick animals

· plan the work

	Prevent accidents and health problems due to long working hours and skipping breaks

· provide targeted/relevant training to workers
