· standard ammunition, in perfect condition

· avoid any chance of confusion between shotgun or rifle ammunition

· get into vehicles and travel only when firearms are not loaded and are stored in a carrying case

· only load the firearm when the actual hunt starts

· lock the loaded firearm

· immediately lock a damaged firearm if the shot didn’t exit the barrel, and then unload it

· when dogging fur-bearing game: one firearm must be fired, use weapon for self-protection, for kill shot 

· when dogging hare or pheasant, in an open area, a loaded weapon is permitted, in a dense area, the firearm must not be loaded
· the beaters should signal each other acoustically, especially when at the edge of the woods

· prepare suitable shooting positions, provide safety instruction to the hunters and then provide site plans

· do not leave the shooting positions during the hunt, define the firing perimeters, respect the signals and the duration, establish contact with the person next to you

· in the case of visible modifications that cannot be diagnosed on your own, call a veterinarian

· take samples as requested by the veterinarian for analysis

· the ill, infected or presumably infected game and all its parts must be stored separately from the rest of the game, ensure good hygiene practices
